News from HCMUD #18 No. 6 
 

As everyone is aware, the cost for just about everything has risen 
significantly over the last 10 years and that is no exception for the 
cost to produce, deliver and treat our water.  As we began 
developing our 5-7 year maintenance plan along with the financial 
options to pay for it, we undertook a study to review our water 
and sewer rates which we realized had not changed in the last 12 
years – since 1996.   What became apparent very quickly was that 
these costs were not being adequately covered by our operating 
fees (your water bill) under our present structure.    A significant 
portion of the costs were being supplemented by MUD #18 tax 
money – specifically the maintenance taxes. 
Therefore a new water and sewer rate structure has been 
implemented which becomes effective on April 1, 2008.    The 
new base water rate will increase from $7.60 to $10.00 for the 
first 8,000 gallons (with escalating fees for increased usage), and 
the new sewer rate will increase from $9.60 to $13.00 (flat rate).    
With the average household using approximately 11,000 gallons 
per month (more in summer, less in winter), the average water bill 
would increase approximately $7.40 per month depending on the 
amount of water each homeowner uses.    We continue to try to 
keep costs under control, but our rate review showed that this 
increase was definitely needed.
